(Hegdeand Uma Shankar, 2016). From last 25 years NAAC agency striving hard and working as a
catalyst to improve the quality of education in higher education institute in India (Ravikumar et al.,
2021). The performance of the colleges affiliated with universities, autonomous colleges and
universities and institutes is assessed after every five years (Sooraj, 2012).

admission, online payment mode, generation of student information data sheets, online feedback
process etc.

guidance lectures, day celcbrations, poster presentations;extension activitics like ﬂlcd.tnps, visit to
museums, zoos, wildlife sanctuaries, historical monuments, Dhangarwada, 1mplementat10p of studt?nt
research project to develop research culture among the students; collaborative activates with
Government organizations, NGO's and national level institutes.

Institutes also started working on biodiversity and conservation aspect activities by. organizing tree
plantation programs with forest department and, field trips in to the nearby forest, wildlife sanctuaries to

create awareness regarding the importance of biodiversity and its conservation by conducting special ﬂ
lectures. Field trips are also made to visit several industries to have a practical knowledge, hands on

training and to make awareness regarding the industrial pollution, its recycling and its importance. Field

trips are conductedto visit the National institutes like CCMB, I[ISC, NIT, [IT, and Central Universities etc

todevelop research interest and give exposure to students regarding the equipment used for research
work and to have conversions with eminent scientists.

Remedial courses are organized to reserve category students and slow learners for their improvement in
academics. Because of these remedial classes the passing percentage of students is increasing in most of
the rural colleges. For advance learners special carrier guidance lecture are organized by experts to give
exposure to carriers in higher education and administrative positions through competitive examinations.
Students are also promoted to take participation in conference, workshops, and research activities
organized by “A” grade colleges, national institutes and in reputed universities. This resulted in increase
of enrollment of students to higher education including Ph. D. courses.Several students got exposure to

national level sports activities and participated to win medals. This resulted in placement of sports
students in police departments, railway department under sports category.

The NAACRe-Accreditation process made obligatory to all the faculty membersto upgrade their
knowledge and teaching methodology. Some of the faculty members who are not at all aware of online .
teaching and use of ICT tools, started giving online lectures, conducting online classes through Google
meet, Google classroom, WebEx meet,conducting online tests, quiz's etc. Faculty members willing to
undergo various short term training programs and faculty development program to upgrade their
knowledge.This improved the quality of teaching-learning and research culture among the faculty
members.
