 To organize millet exhibition.

3. The context:  

  

        Chandgad is a southernmost taluka of Kolhapur district. It is mainly 

agriculture based region where paddy, nachani, potatoes, sweet potatoes, cashew 

nuts and sugarcane are produced. In this hilly and mountainous and heavy rain 

fall region, the poor farmers have been cultivating their lands traditionally by 

using age-old farming tools and growing regular crops. 

      Our college is established with the noble vision to provide the qualitative 

higher education to the children of poor farmers residing, in this backward region. 

Since its establishment, our college has been socially bound by working for the 

betterment of poor farmers. 

     College has started Bali Raja Hitay (Farmers’ Oriented Activities) to create 

awareness among farmers about new agriculture methods and bring them in the 

stream of modern technology of farming. Under this best practice our college 

organizes farmers meet, agricultural exhibition, soil analysis and awareness 

program. 

     Our college has established Soil- Test lab through which soil from the fields 

of farmers is analysed in cheaper rate. The Chemistry department conduct short 

term course on ‘soil-testing’ to create awareness among students. The department 

also undertakes survey of neighbouring villages and guides the farmers about the 

advance sustainable agriculture. The college also organizes recipe competition on 

nachani or rice to promote cooking talents of students. We also organize 

workshop on small scale industry co-related to farming to guide the students. 

  

  

 



4. The Practice:  

  

     Our college organized ‘Farmers’ Meet and Agricultural Exhibition’ on 20th 

December, 2023 to provide information and to create awareness among farmers 

about an advanced agricultural techniques. 

     Dr. Abhaykumar Bagade,Agriculture officer ,Kolhapur delivered lecture on 

‘Integrated Pest Management’ and Mr.Aniket Mane ,Agricultural Officer 

,Chandgad gave detailed information about ‘Government Schemes For Farmers’. 

13 agro businessmen and farmers exhibited their products  

  

5. Evidence of success: 

      In this Farmers’ meet and agricultural exhibition, 245 farmers were 

participated. They got knowledge about pest management and government 

schemes for farmers. The agricultural exhibition helped to get acquainted with 

organic Agro-products, new seeds, fertilizers, new agro-implements, mini 

tractors with economical prices. This exhibition brings together professional, 

entrepreneurs and investors from the agricultural sector .These interactions led 

collaborations, partnerships and even funding opportunities.  

    Soil testing lab helped the farmers to get soil from their farm analysed and 

the scientific advice for preparing the fertile land and to have the productive 

crops. This year Chemistry Department organized Soil Testing Awareness 

Programme under the theme of Baliraja Hitay on 20/02/02024 at Mhalewadi 

village.Through this programme, the Soil Health Awareness Rally was taken 

then survey of the farmers was made and guidance lectures of Agricultural 

Officers, Mr. S.D. Kutwad and Mr. Aniket Mane were organized. The 

members of Gram Panchayat and 50 farmers were benefitted of innovative 

information regarding soil health care. 

 To create awareness about nutritional values of millets and it’s inclusion in 

daily diet, Millet carnival was organized on 22/12/2023 and 94 students were 

benefitted. 

    The recipe competition on Nachani (Ragi) was organised on 31/01/2024.It 

helped the students to know the process and taste of different recipes, prepared 

by the students, who participated in the competition. 

6. Encountered Problems: 

  

Although awareness programs were conducted, yet farmers were not taking 

interest in organic farming. Response of the farmers for soil testing is also limited.

      The birthdays, celebrated in the vacation (winter and summer) and holidays 

were not celebrated.
